Show Committee:  Most of the members attending this meeting formed a work party to stuff, label, and stamp Best in 
the West horse show premiums for distribution. Thanks to those that stepped up to help. It is official now, sanctioning 
for all three breeds has been approved from the respective organizations for our show. The show committee has been 
exploring alternative award options and feel that Directors Chairs with screen printing would make nice High Point 
awards. They are less expensive than buckles so we could obtain more of them to award. Average pricing for the 
chairs are about $30 each. Exploration for embroidery costs vs screen printing costs is being obtained from Riding In 
Style (embroidery), T-shirts R Us in Bend or Bullseye Printing in Prineville for screening. Melodie Holliday is working 
on designing an official SHOW LOGO for our club. We would like to give two special awards this year, one for Best 
Decorated Stall and one for Sportsmanship. We are also looking for USED HORSE SHOES from anyone. Another 
work party will be needed in early August to create photo frames from these shoes to be issued as 1st place class 
awards. The more donated shoes we get, the less money need be spent to obtain 1st place awards. 678 first place 
awards need to be obtained. So far, we have pledged 200 packets of coffee from Long Bottom. The TRAIL CHAL-
LENGE portion to run in conjunction with the horse show has been canceled. The expense is too high and man power 
too low. PLEASE, if you know of or are able sponsor any merchandise or funds toward the horse show, please contact 
Christine or Noell. Some Discussion ensued about show photographers. We had originally intended to book Jim Bort-
vedt as the primary photographer for class shots in the arena with Stacy Judd as a secondary for winners circle and 
outside events (cattle, games, etc.). Cheryl Moore could focus shooting show candids in the barns, evening entertain-
ment, etc. throughout the weekend. However, Jim Bortvedt wishes to be proprietary with our show and is not comfort-
able with another professional photographer shooting any classes or the winners circle. Nor is he willing to share pho-
tos back to OTAHC for our website and newsletter use. The decision has been made to extend the invitation to Stacy 
Judd to be the primary photographer onsite for the show as she is not opposed to allowing Cheryl Moore to photo the 
Winners Circle, etc., or sharing some photos back to our club at no charge.

The Nez Perce in 

history...

2011 Oregon Trail 

Appaloosa Queen  

Oregon Appaloosa Breeders Assoc.  

 The Nez Perce were a friendly Indian tribe and had 

good relations with the whites after Lewis and Clark con-

cluded their expedition. They were fond of Appaloosas and 

raised beautiful horses. Horses were of great importance to 

them for transportation and pride, as well as a source of 

wealth. In 1855 a treaty was signed which allowed the Nez 

Perce to retain most of their traditional land. In 1863 a second 

treaty reduced their land drastically but was claimed to have 

not been signed by the Nez Perce. Chief Joseph, known for his 

resistance to the US Governments attempts to force his tribe 

onto reservations, did sign the first treaty but not the second 

one. The Nez Perce struggled to keep their land and fighting 

for it resulted in being sent to a reservation (what is now in 

Oklahoma) where many died of malaria and starvation.
