Trail Committee: Noell provided a P & L report to the members present at the meeting for the Ultimate Trail Challenge 
held in October. Total Income plus starting cash was $772.00. Total Expenses to OTAHC was $531.93. The difference 
was $240.07. Net Proceeds to OTAHC less starting cash was $80.07. Don Sheets commented that he was thrilled with 
the venue and organization of the event, complimenting Noell on her hard work to pull it together. He asked how the 
club might have had a larger turnout and it was agreed that more publicity sooner would likely have drawn more par-
ticipation. 

Futurity: Discussion ensued regarding the collective committee decisions for the revision of the 2011 Stallion Auction 
& 2013 Futurity Rules. It was stated that all members were sent a copy of the revised rules prior to the meeting and 
could make comment on the changes if they chose to. Only one member comment was received that opposed the rule 
change proposal.        

Show Committee:  Leroy Devenny reported correspondence with the Oregon Horse Center in Eugene, Or. The OHC 
representative was most favorable to hosting an ApHC breed show at that venue with some flexibility in fees and our 
show weekend dates were currently available if we chose to proceed. There was some concern and discussion that 
the cost might still be beyond our club budget, that there were other venues around Albany that rented for less, and 
that a past experience with OHC where a show was canceled in favor of a larger show left some members apprehen-
sive about proceeding.
